Legal Proceedings.

We will share personal information with third party companies, organizations, or
individuals outside of HMRI if we have a good-faith belief that access, use, preservation or
disclosure of the information is necessary to:

o Meet any applicable law, regulation, subpoena, legal process, or enforceable
governmental request.

e Enforce applicable Terms of Use, including investigation of potential violations.

e Detect, prevent, or otherwise address fraud, security, or technical issues.

e Protect against harm to the rights, property, or safety of HMRI, our users, customers or
the public as required or permitted by law.

Transfer in the Event of Sale or Change of Control.

If the ownership of all or substantially all of our business changes or we otherwise
transfer assets relating to our organization, the Site may be transferred to a third party, and in
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conjunction, we may transfer or sell your personal information to the new owner. In such a case,
unless permitted otherwise by applicable law, your information would remain subject to the
promises made in the applicable privacy policy.
